
The Women’s Symphony League of 
Tyler is honored to announce the Bud to 
Bloom Scholarship. The $500.00 
scholarship is awarded annually by the 
Women’s Symphony League of Tyler 
and the Junior Symphony League of 
Tyler. 
 
The Bud to Bloom Scholarship is limited to 
beginning music students, currently at the 
eighth grade level or under, who have had 
six months or less of private music 
instruction. 
 
The $500.00 Scholarship is to provide 
instrumental or vocal lessons, and will be 
distributed to the recipient’s approved 
teacher on a monthly basis until the sum of 
$500.00 is depleted. 
 
The Scholarship must be used within one 
year from the date it is awarded. 
 
The selection committee for the Bud to 
Bloom Scholarship is comprised of select 
members of the Women’s Symphony 
League of Tyler.  All applicants must meet 
all the Rules, Guidelines, and Criteria to be 
considered, as the items required in the 
Application Packet are weighted equally 
and the awarding of the scholarship is 
based only on these components.

Rules, Guidelines, and Criteria for the 
Application Procedure: 

• Applicant must be a legal resident of 
Smith County, Texas. 

• The applicant must be at the eighth 
grade level or under with six (6) months 
or less of private music instruction.   

• Applicant must submit an Application 
Packet to the Women’s Symphony 
League of Tyler, Bud to Bloom 
Scholarship, P.O. Box 6823, Tyler, 
Texas 75711, or deliver it to the East 
Texas Symphony Office, 107 E. Erwin 
Street, Tyler, Texas 75702 

• The Application and two (2) Letters of 
Recommendation must be received on 
or before March 15, 2012. 

All Applicants must meet the Rules, Guidelines, 
and Criteria to be considered.

The Application Packet is comprised of the 
following two (2) required components. 

1. Application, on the reverse side of 
this page must be completed and 
signed by applicant. 

2. Two Letters of Recommendation 
is required.  

All components must be received no later 

than March 15, 2012 with a non-refundable 
$10.00 Administration Fee, payable to the 
Women’s Symphony League of Tyler. If this fee 
presents a hardship, please contact the WSL 
office.
