Horizons Widened by WSL Gonfolone

Who among us prior to the 2008-2009 season knew what a gonfolone was? We can all thank President Joi Smith
for widening our horizons with the banner emblazoned with her coat of arms custom-designed by Bailie
Waters. According to Wikepdia on-line, "the ... gonfalone (from the early Italian
confalone), is a long flag or banner, often pointed, swallow-tailed, or with several
streamers, and suspended from a crossbar. It was first adopted by Italian medieval
communes, and, later, by local Guilds, Corporations and Districts. It can be
designed with a badge or coat of arms, or ornamented with a fancy design. Today
every Italian municipality has a gonfalone sporting its coat of arms."
