4. DVD/Nideo of five (5) minutes.
Repertoire of the applicant’s choice,
playing, voice or speaking
representing your major area of
study.

5. Letters of Recommendation are
required by the applicant's

A) Applied Music Professor

B) Music History or Theory
professor

C) Applicant’s choice.

Sealed Letters of Recommendation
shall be submitted directly by the
Professor/Writer to the Women’s
Symphony League of Tyler on or
before March 15, 2008.

All components must be received no later
than March 15, 2008 with a non-refundable
$10.00 Administration fee, payable to the
Women’s Symphony League of Tyler.
Submissions are to be mailed to the
Women’s Symphony League of Tyler, Music
Merit Scholarship, P. O. Box 6823, Tyler,
Texas 75711.

Upon the review of the components set out
above, finalists shall be selected and be
given an opportunity for an interview by the
selection committee.
